This requires that the assistant respond to the lead teacher’s requests for support and intervention with the 
children as needed, that work be undertaken with intention and efficiency, and that care of the classroom 
always be kept in mind. The daily meal is at the center of the assistant’s work most mornings as is attention 
to the wellbeing of the children in our care. 
 
Qualifications:  

●​ Early childhood education teaching experience; 
●​ Completed  12 semester units, or equivalent quarter units, of early childhood education or child 

development core classes from an accredited college, university or occupational program, earned 
or in process; 

●​ Lifeways or Waldorf experience/training are also ideal. 
 
Physical Requirements for Employees at SWSF: 

●​ Indoor activities: Lifting up to 50-70 pounds (children). 
●​ Regularly lifting 15-50 pounds for stocking, prepping, cooking and cleaning for the kindergarten meal 

program. 
●​ Standing, walking, dancing, jumping, sweeping, vacuuming etc. for teaching, circle time and 

classroom cleaning. 
●​ Outdoor time on irregular surfaces: Standing, walking, lifting up to 70 pounds (children) regularly 

lifting 10-15 pounds (tools, toys), running fast.
